Preparation for Worship

Key points from the passage:

o Ongoing Praise: As God’s servants, we are

urged to bless the LORD continually -

worship is not confined to one hour.

o Lifted Hands in the Sanctuary: Worship

comes from the heart, but includes

intentional, visible devotion, even hands

lifted to God in devotion.

o The Blessing of the LORD: Even as we bless

the LORD, He blesses us, His people, giving

grace to those who worship Him.

Suggestions for Prayer

o Faithful Devotion: Pray that the Lord would

make us faithful servants who bless His

name at all times..

o Wholehearted Worship Ask the Holy Spirit

to lift our hearts and lives to Him in sincere

and reverent praise.

o His Blessing: Even as we come to bless Him,

may He grant us His grace and strengthen

us by His blessing through His ordained

means of grace.
