Preparation for Worship

Exalt the LLORD our God and worship at His footstool; holy is He. Psalm 99:5

Key Point from the Passage

As God’s people, He calls us to exalt Him as our

sovereign King and to bow before Him in

worship. Because the LORD is holy, our worship

should be marked by reverence and joyful

adoration.

Suggestions for Prayer:

o Hearts that Exalt God - Pray that our eyes

would be lifted above ourselves and vis

them on His greatness and that He alone

would be exalted in our worship.

o Humble Reverence - Ask the Holy Spirit to

teach us to bow before the Lord with

humility, recognizing His holiness and our

dependence upon His grace through Christ

Jesus.

o Holy Worship - Pray that by His Spirit, we

would be prepared to worship Him with

sincere hearts, honoring Him as the Holy

One who is worthy of all praise.

PREPARATION FOR WORSHIP

Prelude: Use this time and the meditation on the back to quietly and prayerfully

prepare yourself for worship

GOD CALLS US TO ENTER THE PRESENCE OF CHRIST

Call to Worship Psalm 99:1-3, 5

Officiant: The LORD reigns, let the people tremble;

Congregation: He is enthroned above the cherubim, let the earth shake!

Officiant: The LORD is great in Zion, and He is exalted above all the peoples.

Congregation: Let them praise Your great and awesome name; holy is He.

Officiant: Exalt the LORD our God and worship at His footstool;

Congregation: Holy is He.

Confession of Sin

Congregation: Most holy and merciful Father, we confess to You and to one

another, that we have sinned against You by what we have done and by what we

have left undone.

We have not always

had in us the mind of Christ. You alone know how often we have grieved You by

wasting your gifts, by wandering from Your ways. Forgive us, we pray You, most

merciful Father; and free us from our sin. Renew in us the grace and strength of

Your Holy Spirit, for the sake of Jesus Christ Your Son our Savior. Amen.
